The state budget cut public library funding by 20.1% in 2010. It has
also slashed funding for online services such as Power Library, Ask-
HerePA (24 hour reference chat with a librarian) and Access PA
(statewide inter-library loans). Generous partnerships, like Rutter's
and the Bradleys in the articles below, will be vital for libraries to provide
services during these difficult times.

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Librarian Spotlight Susan Nenstiel

When Susan Nenstiel inquired about a position with York County Libraries eight
years ago, she didn't even know that there was a small library in Hellam. With a
Master in Education (M. Ed) and a Master of Science (MS) in School Library Media,
Susan had previously worked as a teacher and school librarian. So what drew her
to the little community library in Eastern York County? “| like little things, little pat-
terns, little flowers, and this seemed like it was the place for me. And | am fortunate
enough to call it home,” she said.

With limited space, Susan is proud of the fact that Kreutz Creek Valley Library Center
accommodates many different individuals and groups. Currently she facilitates very
successful baby and toddler programs. “Itis so rewarding to foster the love of reading,”
she noted. Susan also enjoys working with the ‘“Tweens’, offering them a series of
focused programs incorporating character-building attributes from the Search Institute.
She hopes that they will grow into active, responsible teens who eventually may
volunteer at the library. Susan has worked with several scouts to eamn ranks, including a
Boy Scout Eagle Award, a Girl Scout Gold Award, plus three Silver Awardees. The
knitters and cookbook discussion participants are active adult groups. Elderberries
plan events at the nearby Wrightsville Senior Center.

The small space has its advantages as well as shortcomings, “When people come in here, we generally call them by name.”
Ideally though, the library needs to increase in size with a dedicated children’s room, a teen section with techno-gadgets, and a
community room for the seniors. Even though budget constraints have reduced the number of holds (items that people can
request from another library), system-wide use is more active than ever at Kreutz Creek Library.

Susan enjoys the camaraderie of her co-workers and spending time with the kids in the library but she also takes time for reading,
cooking, and knitting, especially for her family. Susan and husband, Kurt, have a son, Seth, and daughter, Amanda. With both

now attending college, Susan said the house is strangely quiet.

“The library celebrated its 30th anniversary with a second cookbook, Cooking with Friends II.” Some of those recipes become gifts when
neighbors drop off cookies and baked goods to library staff. Susan summed it all up in five words, ‘| just love this community!”
