Search for the website of a journal in your 
field. (For example, Chronicles of Higher 
Education is a well-known journal in the field 
of education.)  Many journals include job 
listings, which are usually also found on the 
journal website. 
 
Organizational websites, such as those of 
the American Library Association or the Na-
tional Society of Professional Engineers, 
often include job listings or links to re-
sources for jobseekers within their field.  Be 
sure to consider organizations on the re-
gional or state level as well as on the na-
tional level; for example, the Pennsylvania 
Library Association or the Pennsylvania So-
ciety of Professional Engineers.
